Assessment Criteria


Students enrolling “International Public Law” course are expected to meet the following criteria in order to successfully complete “International Public Law” course:

1. Class attendance 
There will be together 12 classes of “International Public Law” course in the 2018/2019 academic year. A student is expected to attend 9 classes at least. If he / she does not meet this criterion, he / she will be obliged to write a written assignment on the topic to the extent of 3000 words approximately. The topic will be set forth after the consultation with lecturer.

2. Presentation and activity bonus points

During the semester there will be case-law (see “the list of Case-Law”) presentation from every student. 2 presentation of the chosen cases is a precondition for passing the final exam.  For the presentation students will able to earn 0 – 14 points (7 for each). Students will also able to earn 0 – 6 activity bonus points for test, so the maximum semester number of activity points is 20.

· if the student achieves a score of 20-18 points, student can change 0-3 randomly selected questions during the final exam 
· if the student achieves a score of 17-16 points, student can change 0-2 randomly selected questions during the final exam 
· if the student achieves a score of 15-13 points, student can change 0-1 randomly selected question during the final exam 
· if the student achieves a score of 12-0 points, student can not change any of the randomly selected question 
3. Final Examination

The final examination will take place at the end of semester after the consultation within the Department of International Law and European Law in close cooperation with students. The date of examination will be announced in advance, 2 weeks at least. 
Examination will have an (online) oral form (2 questions from all topics lectured and materials designated for home studying (“theory of IPL”) and one question regarding the presented and discussed case-law (see “the list of Case-Law”). Criteria for examination will include theoretical knowledge, independent analytical thinking and legal argumentation respectively. Knowledge of English will be not decisive factor in the final examination, but the students are expected to provide clear and comprehensive understanding of the content as the English-speaking readers.
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
